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A Study of Modern Thought
and Moralogy (Moral Science)

The purpose of this essay is to investigate the special character of the
new moral science, moralogy, which Chikuro Hiroike, LI..D., ad-
vocated in 1928 on the basis of his long study and personal practice of
morality. The following two points are noted,

Firstly, today there are various schools of thought and movements
which are attempting to find ways out of the problems of modern
civilization.

I will, therefore, try to inquire into the character and meaning of
“Moralogy” contrasted with various schools of thought and movements
such as socialism, existentialism, pragmatism, humanism, and activities
of the United Nations and UNESCO.

Secondly, Dr Hiroike, in his study of Moralogy, fixed his eyes upon
the footprints and philosophies of Jesus Christ, Socrates, Buddha, Con-
fucius and the Japanese Imperial Household, and called the moral prin-
ciples common and consistent to these saints “Supreme Morality.” He
systematized and presented them as the universal moral principles fqr the
future peace and happiness of all human beings.

I will, therefore, try to examine the.characteristics found in the
philosophies and moralities of those world sages and their meaning for
the present age, introducing the points which predecessors have already
indicated.
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
